2018 Impact

· 204 seniors volunteering  41,757 hours in the RSVP program delivering and serving meals to seniors, transporting those in need, supporting rural hospitals, organizing and participating in food drives and providing companionship to our aging population.
· RSVP program has educated 184 citizens on the Opioid epidemic.
· 73 RX clients received on average 7 prescriptions or 511 total RX prescriptions estimated at $137,000 in savings.
· 51 clients received 329 dental procedures totaling $13,721 in value through the partnership of Opportunities, Inc. and Mobile Smiles (Fairview and Shattuck).
· 272 tax returns were filed for VITA clients with $323,232 in tax refunds.
· 27 houses were weatherized to improve energy efficiencies improving the quality of life and savings.
· Opportunities owns and operates 3 housing facilities providing safe and affordable living accommodations for 166 people.
· Close to 1,500 people benefited from insurance counseling to either receive health insurance and benefits or improve their current benefit and financial situation.
· 61,753 pounds of food were donated and 19,060 pounds received from the Regional Food Bank of Oklahoma for Opportunities, Inc. food pantries allowing the agency to assist 3,029 citizens in need.

Clinton Success Story– A terminally-ill client was behind on tax filings and was at risk of losing her healthcare insurance.  She and her 3 children were living with her mother with only income being child support.  As a Navigator trained insurance professional, Opportunities Outreach Coordinator Keri Divis was able to get the client caught up on taxes, which secured her needed health insurance.  In addition, Keri helped them get the 3 children/grandchildren on SoonerCare.

Guymon Success Story – After being without staff for two years, Opportunities’ Guymon office had to re-establish ourselves in this ever-changing community.  A year later, Tesha Halonen, Guymon Outreach Coordinator, has helped close to 200 clients with rent and utilities assistance, weatherization services, RX Oklahoma counseling and tax filings through the VITA program.  In addition, she started a clothes closet, supports the senior citizens game days and provides hygiene kits for needy citizens.  Through her tireless efforts, the Guymon office has been awarded many donations to support those in need in Texas County. 

Watonga Success Story- A client came into the Watonga office needing food.  After talking with him, the client shared he was spending $400 per month for his prescriptions.  The Navigator trained employee did some research and found a RX plan that cost $358 for the entire year – a savings of $3,320!  With the savings, the client now had more money for food and other basic needs.
“On October 29, 2018, I underwent a successful kidney transplant from a living donor at Integris Baptist Medical Center in Oklahoma City. …During December, I sought assistance with my expensive post-transplant medications….Linda Cline, Opportunities, Inc. Woodward RX Oklahoma, helped me fill out the paper work seeking free or reduced medications….In one year, the two medications needed would have cost me $11,000+ after health insurance paid their portion.
